Format: JPG/IPEG preferred

Resolution: If the file is less than 500 kb, it is probably too small. If you can view file
properties this should be at least 1200px by 1800px. If you don’t have a digital
copy of the photo you should have it scanned instead of trying to take a
snapshot. If you can’t take to scanning service try using one of these phone
apps to help you take better photos: Photomyne or PhotoScan by Google.

At this time, we plan to open the process with Graduate plus 3 guests, for a total of 4 tickets.

We will monitor this closely, and open up
the waitlist later in the process. We do not envision a problem in clearing the waitlist as the facility can
accommodate a sizeable banquet.
